CURRICULUM LETTER – SUMMER TERM 2007 – NURSERY

I am writing to inform you of the activities and topics your child will be involved in during this Summer Term.  

Our topics this term are ‘Minibeasts, ‘Growing’ and ‘Toys’.  These will be planned according to the Early Learning Goals.  We feel that learning for your child should be rewarding, enjoyable and a fun experience.  The Nursery Curriculum falls into six areas of learning and encourages a holistic approach through first hand experiences and play.

Communication, Language and Literacy

Speaking and listening activities will continue to be important.  Activities such as story telling, nursery rhymes, sharing news and role play will help to develop these skills.  Your child will be encouraged to browse through the wide range of books available in the reading area and library, being able to select one to take home each day.  Please take time to share these books with your child and talk about the pictures.

The Letterland Scheme of Work will continue to be used.  This will help your child to name and sound the letters of the alphabet in a fun and lively way.

Mathematical Development

The development of mathematical skills will be encouraged through a range of stories, songs, games and imaginative play.  These will be creative and enjoyable, encouraging your child to become confident and competent helping them make sense of the world around us and to solve practical problems.

This term your child will bring home mathematical ‘Home Activity Sheets’.  These are a means of sharing and encouraging enjoyment of Maths.  The activity sheets chosen often link to current work and provide opportunities for your child to show off his/her competence or give extra support to raise confidence.
Knowledge and Understanding of the World

Investigating, questioning and observing will be encouraged so that your child develops an interest and curiosity in the wider world.

Your child will continue to have the opportunity to develop skills in ICT through using computers in our computer suite.

Creative Development

This area of development includes art, music, dance, role play and imaginative play. It will also enable your child to explore and experiment with a wide range of materials and tools allowing them to express their creativity.


Physical Education

During the Summer Term weather permitting, more time will be spent outside for PE Children will be encouraged to develop their confidence and control in the way that they move with increased co-ordination when using a range of equipment.

Personal, Social and Emotional

Independence and the ability to share and take turns fairly continue to be key features of our classroom ethos.  I thank you for all the support you have given, please continue to encourage your child to develop self-help skills and provide your child’s daily snack and money in named containers.  Please check that your child’s clothes and PE Kit are named.
