Numeracy





The National Numeracy Strategy complements the Literacy Strategy and provides a structured daily mathematics lesson of approximately 1 hour. For a high proportion of the time, children are taught as a whole class. Mental and oral work is a strong feature in each lesson.





Concepts to be covered this term are place value, problem solving, measures, shape and space, fractions and handling data. Children will of course continue to use the four rules of addition, subtraction, division and multiplication to increase their number skills.
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Literacy


The children will be following the National Literacy Strategy, covering word, sentence and text level objectives.  The range of texts they will study includes:


Narrative plot.


Alphabetical text.


Dialogue.


Letters.


Authors.


Poetry.





The children will have a spelling test on Fridays.  Spellings will be given out on the Friday of each week.  





Included within the Literacy Hour is guided reading with the teacher, this will be the main reading done under my supervision. Children are arranged in ability groups and the books are chosen to suit their needs. There may be occasions when your child brings home the book to complete a chapter. Additionally, they will select books from our reading shelves. 





Children will continue with the Oxford Reading scheme as far as stage 14 and from there will have the freedom of choosing reading book from the class library. Children will be free to change their reading books when they have completed it and this year will be encouraged to complete activities from their reading journals to help them engage with the text. These activities can be found in the front of their reading journals.








Science





The first topic this term is Rocks and Soils. Through this unit the children will begin to understand what rocks and soils are used for in everyday life and to use related vocabulary.





After half term, we shall work on Light and Shadows when children will learn about sources of light and how shadows are formed.

















RE





Children will explore and express their ideas about equality and sharing. They will look at the Sikh and Christian beliefs about equality.





Children will also learn about the special landmarks of a faith community and why these are important.











PE





P.E. lessons will be on a Wednesday afternoon, during which children will learn athletics, rounders and quick cricket. Please ensure your child has a pair of trainers and a tracksuit. Any old top and loose comfortable trousers are fine.  





Children will also take part in a dance lesson on a Thursday morning in which will be taught by a specialist teacher.





For safety reasons children without the correct kit will be unable to take part in the lessons.











Homework





Homework is set weekly with the aim of reinforcing work from the lessons and to extend this learning.  Your support in ensuring that homework is completed is greatly appreciated and is of obvious benefit to your child.  Spellings will be given on a Friday and will be tested on the following Friday.  Literacy and Numeracy homework will be set on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday.


On occasions, homework may be set for other curriculum areas, which may involve gathering opinions or information to be used within a lesson.


In addition to the set homework, children are expected to read for 10/15 minutes a night.  Ideally this would take place with an adult/older child and could involve a discussion on the events within the book. Children will have the opportunity to change their library books in the morning before school, and reading scheme books will be changed on a Thursday. The children are also encouraged to practise their tables this will assist them greatly in all areas of Numeracy. 


 





History


The topic for the summer term is Roman Britain. This will include the Romans settling in Britain and many aspects of Roman life e.g. cooking, writing and their beliefs.








ICT


During the term we will be examining simulation, including how computers can simulate real or imaginary situations and also manipulating sound. There will also be opportunities for the children to use ICT during all of the curriculum subjects.
